TOTLEY SOIL SURVLEY

A report was recently recenved al the Environmen, and
Regulatory Services of the Sheffield City Council. of t7:
resulis of a ground investigation study. which was underaken
at Totley Brook. The results of this nvestd gation have shown
that the subsoil (0.5- 1 m) in some gardens on Mill Lane
contains 4 concentration of lead higher than would normally
he cxpected. A historical survey has confirmed that there was
a lead smelting and fabrication works in this area in the 17th
and 18th centurigs.
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This survey was undettaken in preparation for drainage
improvements proposed by Y orksiire Water and involved the
laking of soil sampies at depths of over half a metre from the
ground surface. The sampling in this instance was conducted
for civil engineering and consliuclion purposes.

In view of the levels of lead found in some of the 501!
samples taken. this Service is seeking the co-pperation of
residents in an investigation of topsoil in local gardens within
the area shown on ihe attached plan. The purpose of this
survey is to establish whether lead is present in the top 30cm
(347 of soil at concentrations which may give 1% to Cconcern.
A walkover survey will first be carried out to help identify
suiiable locattons for soil sampling by visnal inspection. Soil
sampling will then be undertaken by hand digging {o depths
of up to 30 cms and every ciior will be made noi 1o dishib
plants. Local residerits have been asked (or their co-operation
in providing officers access o their gardees i and when
required

The walkover survey was planned (o be immediaicty after the
Faster Holiday and sampling (o take slace during the week
commencing $th May 2000, Local residents will then be
notified of the resulis of the soil analysis in duc course.
Circumstances may Tequire some amendment (o this
schedule.

Cm the previous day’s visit 1 had never thonght to cxaming
The Tower because ali the previous nests, either of raven or
of peregrine, had always been on The Castles.




CLAY AND BRICKS by Jo Rundle (Part 1)

The Tithe and Enclosure map of 1842 shows that there were
at least five shafts on or near the sile of the present Totley
brick works. all supplving clay for the old brick kila furher
up the moor on Hollins Hill. One of these was started by my
Great-Great-Grandfather, who had walked [rom PBrampion
over Eastmoor looking for work amd
ending uvp on Totley Moor. In 1819 ke
marricd Martha Greemwood, also  of
Brampion, probably  at  Holmesfield
Churcly, although repistered at Dronfield
the Mother Church al that time. My
Greai-Grandfather Joseph followed him,
and according to the Census Records of
1881 hc was 61 vears old. lived in a
cottage at the Brickyard with his wife
Martha and danghter Isabella aged 21and
owned and managed the Clay-mine. This
was confirmed by entries found in an old
ciary used by Joseph. (2) which 1 found
and rescued from a box of tovs It
contained muoch scribbling by my voung
daughicr and her cousin Martyn 1o whom
it had been given by my Mother for that
purposc.  but, fortunately., entries by
Joseph are still quiie clear and readable. |
regrel the loss of ancther document that
my Mother and I found about 1963 It
was just g scrap of scribbled paper,
similar to some of the surveys | had seen
my Father do when looking for ganister.

inherited the interest, for, over the years he had produced his
own Pharmacoposia in which he recorded al! the herbs he
collectad. where he obtained themn, and their vses.

Salt. and Ned Salt, appear on one shift, which leads o the
notion that Med was indeed, another man, whalever his
origin. Aciually, the diary appears o have been more an
account book than a diary, for most of the cnirics allude to
cosis of the mine and the house, as well as cntries for
purchases of beer, ale, porter and groceries, and re-sales to
the men, along with rents collected, whether on Joseph's
behalf, or for absent landlords.

R Ball and H Jepson 2 days for seting wood in clay level,
Fitjah Salt and Tom Tumer 2 days for seting woed in clay
level 10s.0d
Oiker couples were Elijzh Salt and Fred Tucker, Ben Salt and
I Jebson, Dick Salt and Fred Tucker, Elijah Ssit and K
Margerrison, and Elijah Sali and H Booker.
Cther jobs carned less, as,
Allowance to Dick Salt and Elijah Salt for shifting and seting
wood 6s5.0d
To Ben Salt {or sinking a pit on the 7 for the new clay.
Allowance for going throu faunlt to Dick Salt
Allowance to Jebson and Ned Salt for fault

It appears that Dick Salt usually had the job of crossing
the fault for there are one or two entries for 10s.0d for doing
s0. As he was only 11 yrs. old he was probably the smallest
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and most nimble. or of course. it could have been because he
wias the most dispensablel.

Janet Atton MNIMEH, Medical Herbalist, presents a scrics
of articles about the medicinal uses and folkdare of wilg
plants growing commenly in the Totley area.

Stinging Nettie {Urtica dicicajUrtica wrens)
Ugly, untidy, invasive weeds ~ food for increasingly rare
butterflics and moths - or valuable medicinal planis,
depending on vour viewpsint. Wherever people make a
home, there will netiles grow. They love a phosphate-rich soil
- a type provided in abundance wherever. not 1o pul 1oo finc a
point-on it, an earlh privy or midden has been a feature. In
fact one wav 1o tell if’ a site has been occupied in the past is to
look for a nettle patch. which can persist for centuriss after
the site has been abandonced. Tn a medicinal sense, nettles arc
a veritable pharmacy in themselves. the different parls of the
nlant being used in a host of different ways.

The name "netide’ might be derived from the Germanic 'noedi’
{a needle) with reference to its sharp sting. However, there is
the also the old word 'me', which gave rise fo words like 'net’
and in German nanhen' - (o sew. In the Hans Anderson fairy
tale "The Princess and the Swans' the princess weaves coats
madc of netile fibres for her cleven brothers. This is not as
fanciful as it sounds. Before the seneral intreduction of flax
inte northern countries, the Germanic tribes used netiles to
weave a coarse cloth - a practice which survived in Scotland
up to the 17th century. Tt was revived in Germany during the
First World War, when cotton was i shori supply; thousands
of kilograms of nettles were collected to make uniforms for
the soldiers. Even as late as the Sccond World War in
England, neitles wore used to make dye for camoufiage nets.
The Latin name "Urtica’ derives from the word ‘ure' - ' burn'
for obvicus reasons. Micholas Tnlpeper. the famouns 17th
century hervalist. commented of the wettle: ‘they way be
found by feeling in the darkest night'! hMost of us have had
the unpicasant cxpenience of being stung by netties {and have
probably used the ageold curce. rubbing with a dock leaf, This
used i be accompanied by a charm, reciicd three times:
Mettle in, dock out - Dock rub netife outl’y Netile leaves are
equipped with pin-sharp, hollow hairs which break easilv on
contact to rcicase lusiamine and formic acid, irritating idic
sicin and causing inflammation - the familisr whitc weals of
‘nette rash’ or 'urticaria’. Strangely enough, one swie cure for
neflle rash is to rub on fresh nettle juice, £ remwedy which John
Wesiley Imew of and recommended in his book., Primitive
Physick. Medicat herbalists still use this Greatment today, both
exiernally aud infernally, in cases where a neifiedike rash is
cawvsed by an allergy. Nettle juice or ica is also nseful during
the hay fever scason, when it can help reduce 'the misery of
streaming eves and stuffed-up nosc caused by the allorgic
reacuion o pollen.

netiles inte England (Urtica pilulifera, occurring only in
easternt counties). They are said 1o have used bunches of thesc
nettles to flay arthritic joinis - which probably played up in
the cool, damp English winicrs, far away from their native
southern Haly - and some accounts say 1t was dong simiply o
keep warm! Although a pretty drastic cure, it probably
worked by a process called 'counter-irmiaiion’. This 1s the
principle behind our own heating ointments for painful joinis,
the idea being to encourage blocd flow to the affected part
which speeds up the inflammalory process. o fact, herbalists
often prescribe nettle juice as part of their treatment of
arthvitic conditions, inclhuding pout. Mettles have a diuretic
effect, and also help the body geis rid of substances which
build up and cause inflammation in the joints and tissues.
Meiltics contain tannins, which when applied cxternally causc
the edges of wounds to shyink towards one another. In ancient
times people used wads of dried nettle leaves to stop a
nosebleed. (Drying iakes away the stinging effect!) The
Ieaves of Neitle concendrate iron - at least when grown on
irpn-rich soil - ang cer help in iron deficiency anacmig if the
fresh leaves are made into a2 soup and caten regularly. The
high Vitamin C conlent. of the plant helps the iron to be
absorbed. In Germany an exiract of nettle was rubbed onlo
the head of people who had lest their hair due lo illness -onc
acickc substance m the plant stimmlates the hair follicles.
Nettles used to be usced as fodder for milk cattle because they
stimulated the flow of milk. Nursing miothers might try nettle
tea for a similar cffect!

A relatively pew discovery is the use of nettfe roofs to treal
prosiatitis. Almost atf men undergo some enlargement of the
prostate gland as they get older. which can lead to problems
with passing water. Netile roots have been found to contain 4
substaitce which helps moderate this enlargement, when
taken regularly.

T have glready wientioncd the medicinal beuefils of nettle
soup: In fact young nettles make a delicate and delicions
soug, thickened with potaio or catmcal and well sessoncd,
Make sure vou wear slout gardening gloves - of course - and
take only the succulent lop few leaves from the new spring
growth. Don't worry - cooking commplctcly destrovs the
wriiant chemicals in the leaves. From Norfolk comes a recipe
for netile pudding' made with boiled nettlcs. lenton juice and
cge white, and another for a sort of beer. brewed with Galium
aparine (Gooseerass or Cleavers). ginper, veast and supar,

It may surprise you to know that plants like the nettle are still
valued and prescribed with great benefit by medical
herbalists.

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GARDENING TIPS FOR MAY

T'wr a bit carly writing the tips this month ( kecping the editor happy ) and it's snowing outside covering up all the lovely daffodils
and other blossoms. One thing about snow at this time of year it does not last (we hope). The scedlings in vour greenhousc should be
looking good and ready for hardening off when the snow has gone. The holiday scason is starting don'i forget to make arrangements

10 have your planis looked after.

FEOWERS

Get all the Mowerbeds, tubs and troughs ready for planting
oul the bedding plants later. Stake up percanials and thin
them out a bit so that vou get sturdy blooms, Give all growing
planis # rcgular feeding programme 10 inake sure you have
healthy plants, they will then be able to withstand any adversc
weather conditions and they will be able fo resist quite a lot
of insect infestatior. Dead head all plants that have finished
flowering cspecially bulbs. this will make them prepare a
zood bulb ready for next year instcad of making seed. Trim
other herbaceous border plants, such as aubretia and
saxifrages that have finished flowering, with shears, and give
them a mulch 10 see them through the sunamer months.

Pinch out the growing tips of michaelmas daisy and golden
rod to encoorage bushiness, Waich out for stugs, greenfly,
caterpiliar and other nasties on vour plants and deal with
thers as soon as possible. Spray roses with a good guality
fungicide especially 1f vou had black spot last year, also spray
fruil trees with the same steff to prevent mildew and bitter
pip. mix a bit.of insecticide with it bat do not spray when the
blossoms are open. Plant up window boxes and hanging
haskets. keep them in your greenhouse or cold frame until
ihey arc esiablished and all chance of frost 1z gone. Candy
tuft, godetia, clarkia, calendula and many other hardy annuals
can be sown at this time, cover with cloches if frost is
forecast.

VEGETABLES

Harden off anv vegetable plants, then plant them oul as soon
as possible. Make a sowing of french beans singly., about
15cm (6") apart in drills Scm (2") deep about 23 to 3lcm (9"
to 12"y apart: Earth up potatocs.

Prepare mounds for marrows. puiupkins, - courgelles and
scuashes. A couple of bales of straw placed about 2 feet
apart. the space belween filled with a good compost topped
with soil, will give a good marrow patch

They will be ready for the TOTLEY SHCOW, in September.
Keep all vegetables well watered and fed. Swectcorn can be
sown where thev are going to grow, they grow better in
paiches rather than rows, Sow runncr beans 2" deep in double
rows about | ft apart allow 2 feel 6 inches between cach
double row.

Keep vour vegetable plot clear of weeds. especially your
onion patch, they don't like competition from weeds. Slugs
can make a mess of the veg patch so knobbte them as soon as
possible. Thin out carrots and bectroot planted carlier. sow
miore sceds for succession. Prepare ground for outdoor
tomatoes. Jater in the month. The best position for these is
aguinst a wall or fence which fzces south. tomatoes iike a
good rich soil containing plenty of rotied manure.

TRELES SHRUBS and FRUIT

Newiy planted trees will love a spray over with clean water
on a warm ovening this will help speed up their development.
Remove any weak growth and some-of the older wood as you
prune owering currant and orange blossom. Mulch arcund
newly planted trees and shrubs and evergreens. Make sure
you don't forget io water and feed those specimens in tubs or
planiers, remove any suckers. Give acid loving plants

(cricacious ) 4 tonic of sequestrine. Keep tying in any shoots
of biackberry and loganberry. Thin out the fruil on
gooseberries, the small froit can be used in the kitchen (you'll
need plenty of sugar).

GREEN HOUSE and INDOOR PLANTS

The order of the day is watch vour ventilation and watering,
the sun cen raise the temperature in grecnhouses and
coldframes to uncomfbriable levels for plants so have your
shading readv. As the plants come on regular water and feed
will bring themn on especiaily those carmarked for the
TOTLEY SHOW. Remove side shoots from cane traiped
fomato plants. mumbling varieties do not need side shoots
removing. Train and feed melons and cucumbers, restrict
melons to 4 o- 3 fruit per plant. Take cutings from
houseplants. suck as shrimp planis, coleus. fuchsia, busy
lizzw, and mcther in laws tongue. Sow secds of browallia,
indoor primule. calozelarias cinararia and cacli. Watch out for
Ziefly. caterpiliars ete, deal with them
1. Alow the bulbs of nerine, armi and

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Farming scene
The answer (o the questiont posed at the beginning of last
month's article must surelv have been a resounding NOIHIY
April's weather has cerfainly brought us down tocarth with a
splash. a cold one at that.
The recent long, spells of coid rain / sleet / wel snow., are
undoublediy a shepherds nightmare come true. Newly born,
or voungish lambs. are quitc happy in drv cold weather, cven
durinng sharp frosts. but when rain 1s added, thew coals
become wet and drain the heat out of them, rather than
keeping them warm. This is when major lamb losscs occur,
and there is no doubl that hundreds of lambs have died this
vear duc to the inclomoent weather. Those that have survived
will have had their growth rates scvercly reduced, and will
therefore take much longer to reach maturity, We have been
fortanate in that our early lambs have been oul in the field Tor
two wecks prior to the onset of the snow, eic, and were
conscquently weather hardencd, but we still lost ong lamb
from this baich. During the sccond period of sustained ruin,
onc of our cwes with triplels succumbed 1o the cold, so we
now have an exira three lambe in our bottle-foeding pen.
The farms situgation means that the buildings where our sheep
are housed are totally cut off from the land. therefore they are
gither “in" or “out". There is no way we can do what most
sheep farmeis like to do. ie allow the ewes / lambs (o have
the freedom to graze the ficlds when the weather is-nice; but
be able at night or during wet periods, 10 iake shelter in the
farm buildings as they {cel necessary. We iy o miligate this
disadvantage by holding the sheep inside uniil the lambs are
approximately ten davs old, and are abie to endare 2 bit of
unfriendly weather. However this is & poor substituie to the
proper free-range access 1o the buildings, Keeping the ewces
inside for over two weeks afier lambing leads to disease
probiems with the lambs, and mental and weight loss
problems for the ewes. The stress of being confined leads 1o
apggressive behavioural patlerns, snd an obsessional craving
for concentrated feeding pellets, to the exttent that they ignore
other feed source such as hay. This Icads (o rapid weight i0ss
when they are feeding the lambs and can result in their death
if remedial action s not {gken. You can see [rom this that
there are definite advaniages to having the farmsiead located
in the middle of the farmiand.
Many of vou will probably rcmember that we decided last
vear nol 10 grow potatoes again. I have to say that we have
chunged our minds, and will i fact be growing 4 acres of
spuds this vear. This will cnable us to retain our poiato
growing skills and cnsure that supplics are fo hand when
required. TU will also coable us 1o have full contral over the
growing and grading of the crop, ¢nsuring that we can supply
qur customers with produec that s ap to our usual sandard of

safcty and quality. Initial grower surveys indicate a 7% drop
in planted area this year, and whca combined wilh this vears
late spring, wdicates (hat potate prices should be- a fair bit
higher this autuma, Edwin Pocock

Briann Chatterton of Vernon Road has written o “Bore o

Door” magazine with a guoery that crops up almost
incessantly. His title deeds tell him that he lives in Dore yet
his postal address. is Totley Rise. Therelore docs he hive In
Dore or Tolley? Historically therc is no doubt at all that the
actual boundary, between the two, follows the middle of the
course of the Old Hay Brook. Now this watcrcourse s
approximately parallel with Totey Brook Road. passes under
Baslow Road near the Methodist Chapel and then continues
bohind the sub station before mecting the Totley Brook that is
the boundarv river between Totley and Holmesfield (or
Bradway for a shori length), Incidentally the two rivers meet
here and together form the beginning of the River Sheaf

It scem to me that there are three reasons fer the confusion:

t. Totlev Rise was a name that appeared sometime in the
sccond half of the 1800s and originally referred to the rising
ground from the Oid Hay Brook and past what 1s now the
crescent of shops on Baslow Road Afier that time the area
name seems 1o have spread to include Totley Brook Road
Vernon Road, Chatsworth Road, Bushcoywood Road
Abbeydale Road, West View ctc., all of which are Dore. Even
Grove Road and the Methodist Chapel arc in Dore! Milldale
Road, almost opposite the Chapel is, however in Totleyv.

2. I the 1 870s, developers of private villa cstates swere
taking advantage of the pew -atiraciion afforded by the
opening of Dore. & Totley Station. providing access 1o
Shefficld and London, and the possibility of a link with
Manchester via the Hope Valley. The original 'Totley Brook
Estate Company' laid out plots of land on ¢ither side of the
iree hned privale drive leading from the sitli-standing lodge
on Baslow Rouad. up what is now called Grove Road and
fcading to the Victorian residence kmown as Totley Grove
(alias Tolley Dale and Totley Vale). which, these dayvs, can he
approached {rom Hillfoot Road near the Crown Inn or via
Totley Brook Road.

Unfortunaicly the Estate Company adopted "Totley Brook' as
it's fitle erther 1y ignorance of the actual names of the rivers -
technically speaking it should have been the ‘Old Hay Brook
Estate' - or more likely because the inclusion of 'Totley' had
marketing atiraciions. This aberration was then cempounded
when Sheflield Cily Councit built the new Totiey Brook
Estate' that stretches almost mio the heari of Dore. Whooever
nmed this new council development Jdid not do their
homework, because it 18 perhaps up 1o a mile away from the
Tatley Brook itself So you can understand why there is some
confusion'.

3. The third problem is that the milway company
bought up many of the proposed {originai) cstate company
plots and severed the link belween the beginning and the end
of the estate road, otherwise vou would have been able to

drive straight dlong Grove Road and continne up whai [ now

refer to as the middle scction of Totley Brook Road. In
forming the ratlway. the Old Hay Brook was diveried over
the cutting via the atiractive brick aqueducl and thereafter the
line of the river was straightencd out for a distance then
resuming, its original course hefore it reached Baslow Road.
So for me o sav that the beundary follows the centre linc of
the course of the Old Hav Brook is not strictly true these days
but let us sav that it docs. apart [rom the hundred yards or so
of river where the siraighicning ook place.

In other words there is no doubt at allt that vou arc firmly
entrenched in Dore. Brian. Whether you could get the Post
Office Lo change the postal address is highly doubtful, even il
vou wanted to effect the border crossing!

Some other time we can deal with-the contentious boundaries
botween Dore and Bradway and also between Totley and
Bradway. In the latter case I have a long renning and, 1 hope,
good-natured debate with some Queen Vicioria (originally
Vicloria) Road residents who prefer to be know as Totley

Riscis.
