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Thompsoen,s Farm, Back Lane, Totley Rise
The old buildings once standing behind Totley Rise shops, overlooked the large field which is bordered by Back Lane and
Milldale Road. The feild was once Totley Rolling Mill Dam, the Mill closed down in the 18807s.
In September 1987, an Outline Planning Application was made for building of dwelling houses on the land.

Although many objections to the
application were made an appeal ic
the Department of the Environment
over vuled the Sheffield City
council’s objection to the proposal.
This paved the way for the buildings
to be knocked down to make way for
the housing development.

The current situation is that work
started ‘in earnest i August 2001
with the land being cleared of its
vegetation for the building of 19
dwelling houses by Longden Homes.
(Planning Application No.
DA/GGTRP)

FLOWERS

To encourage a late {lush or to help the plants develop into
stronger specimens keep up with removing the faded flowers,
reduce by half any perennials which have finished flowering
to prevent wind rocking them locse. Prepare ground for new
horders clearing away old summer bedding plants. Make
ready for spring beddings add a little bonemeal or hoof and
hern if vou have nol done so for a yvear or so. Lift and pot up
geraniums and inchsias ready for moving indoors, take
cuttings from herbacecus plants as insurance against frost, i
von have beds which are ready you could plant out daffodils
and narcissl, prinrose, polvaithus viola, forget me nots and
winter flowering pansies, don't let the pansies flower nip off
amy buds which appear this will make stronger plants which
can face the winter frosts botter. Mildew can be a nuisance at
this time deal wiih it as soon as it 15 seen; a good fungicide
shonld help. Pot up hvacinth, nilips and narcissi for forcing,
keen them as cool as possible in a dark place for 8 - 12
weeks, ingpeet from time to time to make sure they don't dry
out or get inildewed. Rambler voscs will have [fimished
flowering, they can be pruned now, cut out the old canes that
have just borne flowers, if there 15 not fmuch young wood you
will have to keep the best of the old and simply remove the
obviously worn out or diseased. 1€ you have to do this cul
back all old flower trusses and hips they may be bearing,.
VEGETABLES

Oather french and runner beans regularky, do not lzave any
pods which are ready on the plant unless vou are entering the
ldargest bean in the Totley Show. Keep the old hoe going
removing weeds, make sure that ail plants are not short of
water, thin out spinach being grown for harvesting late
Antumn, if your onions are slow ripening turn down the tops,
lift and store as soon as they look reasonable (note the ones
for the show and leave them until show day then dig them up
leave the roots on trimmed a bit, chop off the tops and bind
the chopped end of the onion with a bit of raffia or twine vou
need 3 matching and or one whoppa) and the best of luck.
Prepare ground ready for planiing spring cabbage later in the
month. Marmrows can be stored if thete are too many for
immedigic use hang them i old nylons in a cool frost-free
place. Earth up leeks and celery. Keep an eve on the weather
forceast so that ovtdoor tomatocs and marrows can be picked
before they are spoili-by frost. Lift a bit of parsiey and pot up
and place in the cold frame this will provide pickings for the
winter and food for the siugs if vou are not carcful. Divide
and replant chives, thyme and welsh onions.

And
what about "Net"? Nets are for keeping one's hair tidy, or for
fishing. Trawling the Nei: again trawling is to do with
catching fish. But to be serious - for many people insonmia is
a problem and without taking tablets difficult to solve.

I have an easy solution and it may also work for some.

I imagine, in my mind, that I'm walking one of my favourite
walks,

The first walk starts at the Old Bridge irv Froggait, but ii
begins whilst driving my car. I slow down and indicate
“right", about 200 vards before The Cheguers Irm then
carefully, making sure that no ‘other car is coming from the
oppasite direclion, armn info the steep hill that passes through
Froggatt. At the bottom of the hill T turn slowly left and
negotiate the narrow road leading to the Old Bridge. Again,
indicating "righi" I drive very slowly across the bridge,
making sure there are no pedestrians walking out from one of
the alcoves that are on both sides of the bridge.

Having crossed over the bridge I indicate "left" then pull into
the side of the road to allow my passenger to-alight: Once she
(or he) bas got out I continue in low gear and park the car
beside the wooden five-bar gale (providing no other car bag
beaten me to it.) Then I de-clutch, put on the handbrake, leave
the gear i number thres, and switch off the enginc. While
removing the ignition key I look through the offside wing
mirror to make sure no other car is crossing the bridge, open
the door, close it and pilace the key into the lock, but not lock
it. After a further look over my shoulder I walk 1o the boot,
open its hid and remove my trekking pole and rucksack
Having clesed the boot I then reiurn to the door and turn the
key in the Iock - thus locking all fouwr deors and the boot.

WNow comes the start of my walk: climbing over the siile and
down onto the path; my firsi object of inlerest is a farge
boulder sticking out from the river Derwent on the opposite
side where mailard can often be seen testing or preening.
Then I look down onto a bank of gravel where mallard are
regularly seer; (game birds and gawe mammals are always
referred to in the singular, as distinct from the ploral )

Afier another few metres or so 1 remember the fimes when
P've heard young sparrow hawks calling 10 be fed - perched
high up in the pine trecs on my right-hand side.

At the end of the pinewood is 2 nasrow squeeze-through stile
~ rather strange because one of the uprights is made from
Millstene Grit, the other twe from wood,

After gbout fifty metres or so, on the lcfi-hand side of the
footpath, therc's z sloping-down area, with three shallow
steps held imto place with timber, to allow cows and their
calves to walk down to drink from the river. There are times,
after days of rgin, when the ground is 50 muddy that the steps
are compietely indistinguishable.

Adfter ancther few melres 1 look ep to my right’ towards a 1all
black poplar on the nearside of a sparse strip of woodland
Turning my eves down o the lefi [ see 3 willow, then another
black poplar - smaller than the first. When Tve reached the
smaller T observe that the topmost thirty percent is missing -
probably the resuk of a thunderboli, vel comparing the
diameter of the trunks, it's apparent tha both poplars had
seen planted af the same time,

Nexi comes & wooden five-bar gaie; usually this is chained
and padiocked - to prevent cows and iheir calves straying into
the water and marshy ground in which the calves could
casily get stuck or oven drowir, | then walk through 2 well-
made kissing-gate. Once through [ look to my right and recall
the oocasion when 1 saw two teal - ducks eacily recognisable
by the bright vellow triangle just in front of their tzil feathers,

On another occasion T remember a moorhen - startled by our
approach - part flving, part running in its attempt to reach the
tiver. In the water 1o my right T would regularly see a couple
of mallard or so.

Om ome occasion my wife and I saw a female goosander and
her five voungsiers; enthralled, we watched their antics for
fully fiftcon minuies - two of the voungsiers would climb
onte their mother's back, then as the ihird attempied to do
likewise she would dive, to re-appear a few feet ahead

And so my thoughis will continme

My seccond favouriie walk takes me below Robin Hood's
Stride. walking along The Old Portway (3,000 vecars oid -
commencing close to where Nottingham is today, thence
fording the river at Alport, but its ending is shrouded in the
mists of time.) Frem here T walk to the Hermit's Cave -
situated below Cratcliff Rocks. I imagine that I'm with a
friend, evplaining that there were probably a number of
hermits - giving advice and food to travellers walking or
riding The O1d Portway. The cave is protected from vandals
by railings. which are usually secured by a padiock. Inside
the cave-there's an altar and a crociiix carved out of the rock
When researching to wrilc an avticle sbout the Hermit's Cave,
some six vears ago. I read in 2 booklet {written by a local
historian) that in all probability the crucifix was carved
during the 10th century - the reason being that the twigs and
leaves growing from the horizomial arm of the cross
resembled those shown in drawings made during that lime.

H I'm still awake T continue 1o cxplain the way in which the
hermit (or hermits) made life easier: (a) carving a "couch”
and a "seat® inside the cave: (b) poiniing ouf holes cut into the
rock above the cave - no donbt o hold the ends of spars that
would have supported a roof covered with bracken; (¢} a long
chanme! above the cave - probably used to carry rain water
away from the join between the rock face and the roof.

I've usually fallen asleep before the end of my imaginary
walk

This method of overconing the problem of insommnia works
for me (Alan Faulkner Taylor). It's certainly worth trving,

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One swallow

One swallow doesn't makes a sumirier, or so the saying goes.
Their arrival is welcomed every year, but somehow we never
seem 1o nolice the last swallow of the vear until in antumn
and suddenly they are all gone. Early gatherings might be
broods of fledglings collecting near their nests, but then morg
ominonsty as surmer draws o a close, vou may notice smafl
chattering groups on local telephone wires, as if' they are
discnssing the travel prospects, before even larger groups
assemblc as the time for migration approaches. Then
suddenly they are away for their winter break in Africa.

Early travellers leave in August, but the peak depariure is in
September and early October with the odd straggler in the
south holding on inlo November. They will be bhack again in
April (Saim George's Day is the raditional date of their
return), but the precise timing is dependent on the weather as
they move north through Europe, and a cold spell can delay
nesting undil Junc.

We are usnally most aware of these birds in flight, high above
Dore on a warm summer day. Circling overhead with case,
their flight combining a series of short glides and sudden
swerves (their name comes from the Old English swel- 1o
swirl). Alternatively vou might spot them sldmrming over
fresh water where insccts arc most abundant, or darting with
great verve along hedges and over grass land in chase of a
meal

Designed with long narrow wings, which reduce the energy
vequired for flight, swallows can remain airborme with hitile
effort. Their two long t2il ‘streamers’ help to give them their
great mobility, and along with their chesinui colouied throat
and forehead are 4 key identifying feature.

Swallows flying high is said 1o ke a sign of good weather,
probably because they are in pursuit of swarms of aphids or
fying ants carried up by warm, rising air. But their favourite
prey are fasi-fiving insccts inchuding large flies, and these ars
io be caught in all weathers by Oviiig ow, skimming 4 fow
tiches above gronnd.

ir addition to their entertaining fhight, swallows are no doubt
porular becaise they seem 1o choose fo nest close o
mankind Nesis are typicatty built on buildings or cven inside
1 sheds and porches.

Thev also seem to return vear after vear to the same site. It
may not actually be the same birds as mortality rates on
migration are high, bot voung swallows retusn io  the
serghbourhiood where they were raised, thus maintaining the
link:

The swatiow’s nest is bagically a mud cup built of material
collected in the beaks of the parenis. It is usually fixed
against a vertical surface, preferably supporied by a rough
suiface or protrusion and lined with feathers. Wall-mounted
burglar alarm boxes make z2n ideal foundation, a ringmg
endorsement of mans' helpful innovations.

Pairs may raise two and sometimes three families from
cluiches of five or six eggs, which is more than their cousins
ihe house marting and swifts. This is probably becguse they
spend Jonger here than most other insect-cating migranis and
because they are such cfficient feeders. When the eggs have
hatched, both parents are kept busy bringing food 1o the
engaging row of gaping beaks that appears above the rim of
the nest each time they arive. However life may not ahways
= as straight forward as it seems, and couckoldry is common.
Some nestlings may be fathered by a differcmt male or
detived from anoither Temale’s ege. Iaid cuckoo-like in the

Unformunately their population, like that of so many other
birds, 15 in decling, The reason is not clear-cut, but it could be
the result of changes in countryside management leading to
fewer insects, or the pressures of mankind in general, from
shooting to pollution. Their loss would be a sad blow indeed
to the English summer.
